The purpose of this meeting will be to 
introduce the communities of Pawleys Island 
and Litchfield to a plan for public 
transportation.  Coast RTA will conduct the 
program with the appropriate public officials 
in attendance.  All area churches will receive 
an invitation to attend along with a survey 
for distribution.   
 
These surveys will also be available at the 
meeting.  The plan is to provide bus routes 
to accommodate intra neighborhood 
transportation to connect with bus routes 
already established going north of PBOC 
church to hospitals, medical complexes, 
educational facilities, entertainment venues 
as well as work places.  It should also 
provide services south to Georgetown for 
like purposes and then on to Charleston.   
 
This service could bring tourists to our 
communities and provide much needed 
public transportation through the 
neighborhoods.  A byproduct of this would 
be an increase in participation in PBOC 
church Outreach programs such as; Fr. 
Pat’s Kitchen, Adult Literacy, Human 
Resource Services and Worship.   
 
A bus stop would be erected and maintained 
on the PBOC church campus as well as 
possible area church properties and 
perhaps even other neighborhood gathering 
points.

In the Spotlight... 

CALL TO HOLINESS | BY : STEVE ATT IAS : EVANGELIZAT ION COMMITTEE -CHAIR 

Many of us were inspired by the recent visit of Fr. Rich O’Donnell.  He is a 34 year old dynamic priest filled with the Holy 
Spirit.  My neighbor, Kathy Welde, encouraged me to meet with Fr. Rich to speak about evangelization.  She also told 
me to attend his Tuesday talk “if at all possible”.  I did both and I would like to share my reflections. 
 
Everything happens in God’s providential timing.  We have free will to respond to God’s call.  My wife and I went to the 
mountains the weekend after Fr. Rich’s visit and met Fr. Werth, a priest at Sacred Heart Mission in Burnsville, NC.  He 
responded to God’s call when his wife of 32 years passed away.  He became a Catholic priest!  Fr. Werth was an 
attorney and a recent convert to Catholicism from Presbyterian thirteen years prior to his wife’s passing.  Now he is 
delivering the Sacraments and is a powerful instrument of God. 
 
In his Homily, Fr. Werth compared the response of Mary and Zechariah to God’s call.  God sent the angel Gabriel to both 
of them to tell them of an unexpected pregnancy.  It would seem that their stories were very similar.  Mary answered with 
her beautiful fiat found in the first chapter of St. Luke: “Let it be done to me according to your word”.  Zechariah, on the 
other hand, was skeptical.  He wanted a sign.  Who are we more like?  Where are we in our faith journey? 
 
At the start of every Rosary, we recall the theological virtues: Faith, Hope, and Love. But the greatest of these is Love.  
How do we define love?  What words best capture the meaning? 
 
Magnanimous means: proceeding from or revealing generosity or nobility of mind, character. 
Altruistic means: the principle or practice of unselfish concern or devotion to the welfare of others. 
 
Blessed Mother Teresa had a “business card” (if practiced) that should move us toward holiness: 
*The fruit of silence is prayer.  *The fruit of prayer is faith. 
*The fruit of faith is love.   *The fruit of love is charity (service to others). 
*The fruit of charity is peace. 
 
Where are we on Mother Teresa’s pathway to increased holiness?  What do we need for silence in our daily routine? 
Consider this truth as we view television shows, listen to music and radio programs, or surf Internet sites. Are they 
pointing us closer to a deepening love of Christ or are they fostering chaos, disorder and human frailty? 
 
The happiest most joy filled people I know are the ones who are serving others.  Not occasionally but All the time.  They 
open doors for strangers, put chairs away after gatherings or serve the hungry at Fr. Pat’s kitchen.  These same people 
often can be found at daily Mass, Rosary and ALWAYS at weekend Mass and Holy Days.  They are joy filled because 
their lives are ordered and centered on the love of Christ.  They actively participate in the Sacraments of our Holy 
Catholic Church.  They receive God’s grace and then live it. 
 
These are the qualities we should all strive for as we journey deeper into our Catholic Faith.  Why?  As Catholics we are 
called to grow closer and closer to God and ultimately enter Heaven.  When this life ends, we hope that by Christ’s 
redemption as well as our actions to draw closer to Him to celebrate love eternally with all the Saints who have preceded 
us.

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CALL TO HOLINESS , CONTINUED 

At the Epiclesis (prayer II) when the priest raises his hands above the bread and wine to transform them into the body 
and blood of Christ, he says the following:  “Lord you are holy indeed, the fountain of all holiness.  Let your Spirit come 
upon these gifts to make them holy so that they may become for us the body and blood of our Lord Jesus Christ”.  This 
is heaven on earth!  Jesus comes into the Eucharist and we then receive Him.  Our prayer should be that He consumes 
us as we consume Him. 
 
Brother Benedict Groeschel stated that the love of Christ should burn so strongly in our hearts that the thoughts of our 
mind might enter that fire and become incense for God.  We will increase our love by serving others.  Pray to be Christ 
centered. 
 
Thy will be done, NOT my will be done.  To grow in our love of Christ, we must spend time with Him: 
*Visit Jesus in the tabernacle and/or First Friday of the month.      *Read the Bible, the Catechism or any other Catholic 
spiritual book often.     *Experience the grace of God’s forgiveness and love by confessing regularly. 
*Volunteering at our church in some capacity.     *Attend a men’s prayer group, Knights of Columbus or Women’s Club 
event.      *Attend Mass daily.          *Visit an elderly parishioner.         *Say the Rosary as a family. 
*Sign up and pray for vocations with the Chalice.     *Read Rediscovering Catholicism and then pass it on to a friend. 
 
May our hearts burn brighter and brighter with Christ’s love and may we become like Him, whom we consume in the 
Eucharist.
